Happy New Year! We hope 2007 will be a creative and prosperous 

year for all of our donors and members. Here’s a brief update on 

some member benefits and grants we have been pursuing for our 

artists and arts organizations.

As we reported in the last issue of the Muse, Blue Cross/

Blue Shield is willing to write a health insurance plan for us as a 

new association. Under the plan, we can get tiered policies for in-

dividuals and groups. This is very unusual. Most associations will 

only cover groups, not individuals or part-time staff. The policies 

can be written within a range of premium rates, depending on 

the deductible and coverage. To start the pool, we need 300 inter-

ested parties with 200 of those new to Blue Cross. So far we have 

100 from our membership. We are teaming up with Battle Creek 

and Grand Rapids to poll their membership as well. If you are 

interested for yourself or your organization, contact Jane Nuzzo, 

Associate Director of Grants and Membership, here at the Arts 

Council (269) 342-5059. She will ask you a few quick questions. 

You will not be asked to sign up, sight unseen. We realize this is a 

bit like the chicken and the egg. We would prefer to give you cost 

and benefit details up front, but that’s not the way associations 

get formed. At least we know this important member benefit is 

available, once we get the pool size up to the required level.

We have $16,000 left in the Kellogg Capacity Building grant 

fund, to be used by June 30, 2007. Arts Council member organiza-

tions may apply for a one-time-only grant of up to $1,000 for ac-

tivities or services that will enhance their organizational capacity. 

The Kellogg grants must be matched by corporate contributions 

(cash or in-kind). Grants have already been awarded for Web site 

development, strategic planning, and development of a marketing 

plan. If you are interested in applying for a grant, contact Barbara 

Harkins at the Arts Council (269) 342-5059. The application pro-

cess is not complicated, and the benefits can be substantial. 

It is our practice to hold member gatherings during the year.
