Why is the Arts Council asking for its members 

and member organizations to participate in the 

healthcare survey?

Addressing the healthcare needs of its members and member 

organizations has been a high priority of the Arts Council. Many 

Arts Council members currently do not have healthcare coverage or 

may be paying extremely high premiums to carry individual, partner 

or family coverage. By completing the survey you will help provide 

the documentation needed to demonstrate to potential insurance 

carriers that the membership of the Arts Council is large enough to 

warrant offering group healthcare plans at affordable rates. 

How many participants are needed in order for 

healthcare plans to be offered?

A minimum of 300 plan participants is needed to sign up for 

healthcare coverage, which most likely means more than 300 will

need to complete the survey. Also, within the minimum 300, the insurance 

carriers require that at least 200 must be considered as new participants. 

Who counts as a “participant”?

A “participant” is defined as the individual Arts Council member who elects 

healthcare coverage for him/herself. Spouse, partner or family coverage 

will also be included in each of the plan options, however, family members 

themselves do not count as additional plan “participants” in terms of attain-

ing the 300 minimum required as described above.

Why is it this “300” number of participants so important?

Having 300 participants is the minimum threshold for being able to offer a 

range of healthcare plan options. The goal is to eventually increase mem-

ber participation, possibly to 500 or even 1000. In doing so, the premium 

rates for each plan offered could potentially be reduced with each jump in 

membership.

Can out of state, contract or part-time employees of Arts Council 

member organizations participate in these healthcare plans?

Yes, as long as 51 percent or more of the total Arts Council association is 

comprised of Michigan residents, out of state, contract, or part-time em-

ployees can participate. 

How many and what types of healthcare plans will be offered?

It is anticipated that at least 3, possibly 4, different plan tiers will be offered 

to members. These plans will encompass a wide range of premiums, co-

payments, deductibles and levels of coverage. For example, a catastrophic 

coverage plan could be offered with lower premiums, higher deductibles 

and higher co-pays in comparison to a more traditional plan with higher 

premiums, lower deductibles and lower co-pays…as well as something in 

between the two. It is also possible that a Health Savings Account (HSA) 

could be included in the plan mix. Spouse, partner and family coverage will 

also be included in each plan tier.

What is an HSA? 

An HSA plan is similar in concept to an IRA. It works together with a high 

deductible health plan (HDHP) to allow out-of-pocket payments to be 

made for qualified medical expenses with pre-tax dollars. It can carry over 

any unused amount from year to year as you continue to save for future 

qualified healthcare expenses.

Why can’t we see the plans and their costs before filling out 

the survey?

The insurance carriers must first have the Arts Council member’s demograph-

ics (name, gender and age) in order to create the right mix of plans and their 

associated costs that will best accommodate the needs of this association.

Will completing this survey obligate me to sign up for one of 

the plans?

No. What it will do, however, is allow you to review the plans and their 

costs to see if there is one that will meet your needs in terms of coverage 

and affordability. 

I already have healthcare coverage, so why would I want to 

complete this survey?

Even if you already have individual coverage or are covered as a dependent 

under a spouse/family member’s plan, you may still want to complete the 

survey. This will enable you to compare costs of your current plan against 

the new plans to see if there is an equal or better plan offered at a lower 

cost than what you currently have.

I have a pre-existing medical condition. Will I still be accepted into 

a new healthcare plan?

Yes you will. There will be no medical underwriting for these plans. Mem-

bers with pre-existing health problems will be accepted and pre-existing 

conditions will not be excluded from coverage.

Are part-time employees of member organizations allowed to 

sign up?

Yes.

How will the monthly billing process for paying premiums work? 

Who will be able to help me with claims?

The insurance carriers have agreed to invoice individual plan participants 

directly and you will be able to work through a third party Managing 

General Agent (MGA) to handle claims issues. Group policies will be billed 

through the organization’s administrator.

Will dental or vision care be included in any of the plans?

It is feasible that dental and/or vision care could be included in the plan 

mix, however, decisions to expand plan choices beyond general healthcare 

needs have not been finalized.
