Applications for Arts Fund grants are due Dec. 1, 2007 at the Arts Council 

of Greater Kalamazoo, 359 S. Kalamazoo Mall, Suite 203.

Arts Fund grants are open to individual artists and 501(c)(3) arts and 

cultural organizations in Kalamazoo County. Individual artists may apply 

for grants of up to $2,000 to support a general arts project, the comple-

tion of a project or mentoring from another artist. Arts organizations 

with annual budgets less than $300,000 may apply for operating support. 

Arts organizations with annual budgets of $300,000 or greater may apply 

for program support. Grant applications may be downloaded from the 

Arts Council Web site at http://www.kalamazooarts.com/services/index.

Arts Fund is housed at the Kalamazoo Community Foundation. 

Grants are administered based on recommendations by a volunteer panel 

convened by the Arts Council of Greater Kalamazoo. Application review 

and funding decisions are made by this anonymous panel of judges se-

lected to represent a diverse cross-section of arts disciplines.

 The Arts Fund was established in 1986 through a Community Foun-

dation Initiative Grant from the National Endowment for the Arts. Kalama-

zoo met the NEA’s challenge and raised matching funds that are endowed 

at the Kalamazoo Community Foundation. The Arts Council administers 

Arts Fund for the Foundation, providing technical assistance in the applica-

tion process to organizations and individuals seeking grants, and distribut-

ing the Foundation funds.

On October 17, the Arts Council will hold a workshop on the Arts 

Fund grant. It will be held at 4 p.m. in the Epic Center classroom. First-

time applicants and repeat applicants whose prior applications were 

not funded should attend the workshop to learn about application 

criteria and procedures.

Diekema Hamann Architecture and Engineering has joined the 

Arts Council of Greater Kalamazoo’s cadre of exhibition sites.  

Beginning in January 2008, the Arts Council will manage chang-

ing exhibitions of work by local artists at the company’s office at 612 

South Park Street, in the former Grace Christian Reformed Church 

that was renovated by Diekema Hamann. The Diekema Hamann Gal-

lery will be open to the public from 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. Monday through 

Friday, and from 5 p.m. to 8 p.m. on selected Art Hops.

“We are looking forward to expanding our involvement with 

the arts community in the Kalamazoo area”, said Norman Hamann, 

Jr., President of Diekema Hamann.  “We have enjoyed being an Art 

Hop location several times each year and now look forward to open-

ing a more permanent gallery space.”

Diekema Hamann joins six other exhibition spaces managed 

by the Arts Council. They are Alma Powel Library, Borgess Wood-

bridge Hills, Kingscott Associates, West Michigan Cancer Center 

and the Tromblay Salon, and the Arts Council’s own gallery in the 

Epic Center. 

Diekema Hamann Architecture and Engineering has roots 

dating back to 1916 and was incorporated in 1977.  The officers of 

the firm include Norman L. Hamann, Jr., AIA; Steven S. Hassev-

oort, AIA; Vicki H. Nelson, AIA; and Nathan Jones, P.E. Acting as 

developer as well as owner, architect, and construction manager, 

Diekema Hamann renovated a 1926 historic church facility into its 

new home in 2001.
